Medical School, and holds an MBA from West Virginia University.  Dr. Ortiz completed a 4 year Residency in Radiology at Long 

Island Jewish Hospital, under the mentorship of Drs. Joseph Zito and Mahendra Patel, where he served as Chief Resident. He 

subsequently completed a 2 year Fellowship in Neuroradiology at The Neurological Institute at Columbia University under the 

mentorship of Dr. Sadek Hilal.  After fellowship, Dr. Ortiz was recruited to become the Chief of Diagnostic and Interventional 

Neuroradiology at West Virginia University Medical Center, in Morgantown, WV where he also served as Associate Professor of 

Radiology, Neurology, Neurosurgery and Otolaryngology.
